
Band Front Grading Policy
Due to the nature of the class, performance & participation is the basis for the grade.  Attendance is imperative.  The grading procedure will be as follows:

Daily Expectations  40%
Students are expected to report to class on time with equipment prepared to work outdoors.  Each student should demonstrate good carriage, attitude, and participation. A point is earned for each day of participation.  A point will be deducted for not having equipment, proper shoes for marching, reporting late unexcused to class, not participating during class, poor carriage or attitude, or unexcused absence (students must have a legitimate note for the attendance office).  Any written assignments will be included in this portion of the grade.  This point will be lost if the student brings a cell phone to practice and will warrant an automatic detention.
Performance 40%
Each performance will be graded on a 10 point scale.  The full ten points will be earned if the student is on time, in full uniform (shoes, black socks/stockings, gloves, hair appropriate, makeup, equipment), and meets performance requirements.

Deductions:

1 point

for each part of uniform missing (socks, gloves, accessories) 
wearing non-required jewelry 


bright fingernail polish if gloves are not required

2 points

lateness

eating/drinking in stands

leaving designated area

leaving game early excused or for another school event

3 points


talking during performance

failure to put equipment away and clean up area



4 points

inappropriate behavior/language

failure to return uniform top

5 points


improper care of equipment

more than 1 excused absence


10 points

unexcused absence or missed dress rehearsal

Routine Checks  10%

Periodic "quizzes" on knowledge of routine - 5 points


Deductions


1 point - knows skills but timing is off; not smiling

2 points - misses a skill


3 points - misses more than 1 skill

Final 10%
The final is an individually or dually choreographed routine to a song of choice (no inappropriate material, please).  It will be graded on difficulty, timing, memorization, presence, and creativity.

Cosmetic Policy
Foundation is not recommended due to uniform soiling.  Please wash bottoms as soon as possible to prevent mildew – recommended lay flat to dry to prevent stretching.  
ALL students will wear lipstick, blush, eyeliner, mascara, & eye shadow that meet Mrs. Krϋmmel's approval.  Hair should not be dyed an unnatural color.  Experienced guard will provide instruction on application if needed.   Accessories may need to be purchased at a very minimal charge.  Piercing jewelry must be discreet – small, clear, uncolored, gold, or silver.
Uniform Return


Each student is responsible to return the uniform on a hangar and placed on the rack after each performance.  Each student is responsible for the care of the uniform while in her possession (when taken home for weekend parades).  Should the uniform be soiled beyond cleaning (such as mildew) or torn, the replacement cost will be $75.
